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Dr. Alkhalaf participated in the 34 th Annual Conference of the Saudi Heart Association
and presented an oral presentation of her work on the role of adverse pregnancy
outcome in the association between high blood pressure and the risk of cardiovascular
diseases. In this study, researchers analysed data from health records of more than 1.4
million women who had given birth in Sweden. The result indicated that high blood
pressure at any stage of life was linked with an increased risk of cardiovascular diseases
and the risk was even higher for women who also had complications during pregnancy.
